education of young women in the

United States. It was founded in
1814 in Middlebury, Vermont, by
pioneer educator Emma Hart
Willard, with support from her
husband, Dr. John Willard. The
School was moved to Troy, New
York, in 1821. You must come
and see and hear about this re-
markable institution that is also
listed on the National Register
of Historic Places.

Of special interest to the
Willards is the ceremonial mace

that was presented to the Emma
Willard School by WFA Director
Willard Wescott Rathbone on
November 13, 1966. We will
learn more about the mace at the
reunion.

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Letter written by Lizzie Willard,
telling of her teaching experi-
ence in Michigan, 1890. (Lizzie
Irene Willard was daughter of
David® Willard, #1237 in Henry?
book.)

The school consisted of 20
scholars of mixed blood. There
were Dutch-English, Scotch-
Irish, German, and Pennsylva-
nia Dutch. One family was so
thoroughly americanized that
they named two of their hopefuls
Arizona and Montana, respec-
tively.

The teacher was supposed to
board a week in each home, and
then repeat the process if the
places didn’t hold out.

One place | remember in par-
ticular. It was a house of two
rooms, one on the ground floor,
and the other up a rickety flight
of stairs. In this abode there
dwelt the father, mother, and six
children.

It was in warm weather
and the cook went about
house bare footed, and fla-
vored many of her dishes
with onions, to the utter
distate of the N.H. school
ma’am! The only chance
for the teacher, or any of
the family, to perform ab-
lutions was to go outdoors
where a stick was driven into
the ground and a board tacked
to it horizontally. On this a tin
washbasin was placed.

The first morning we had a
shower, which came into the
house so freely that, while it
came in at the door on one side
of the house, it could be swept
out on the other.

In the sleeping compartment
the only partition consisted of
portures made of white sheets.
This was not a sample, but the
hardest place in the district.

They were hospitable, warm-
hearted people, and the best the
house afforded was placed before
the teacher and luxuries were
saved for weeks for “The
Teacher.”

I remember one place. The
people were Germans and the
only one to whom 1 could talk
was a 7 years old girl. The Ger-

mans have a style of cooking of
their own and it differs very
materially from our Yankee way.
We had fried potatoes for break-
fast, boiled potatoes for noon and
potato soup for supper.

| taught 16 weeks, and learned
more human nature than I could
learn in two years in this state.

The wages were $2.50 per
week. | suppose the board ex-
pected us to get satisfaction in
“Boarding Round.”

I never shall forget some of my
experiences, but I think I do not
care to try it again. If I had time
I could speak of the S.S. (Sun-
day School) held in the school
house every Sunday, where the
17-year old schoolteacher was
looked upon as authority by
those more than three times her
age.

I must speak of the event after
the close of school, when the
farmers hitched up their fine
horses and the young men
trimmed the great farm wagons
with evergreen boughs, and we
all, directors, teachers, parents
and pupils had a grand picnic at
Duck Lake 10 miles away. It was
a happy day for all after the cares
and the work of the summer. [

LIFE OF EMMA HART WILLARD

The 15th child of Captain
Samuel Hart and Lydia
Hinsdale, Emma was born in
Berlin, Connecticut in 1787.
An eager learner, encouraged
by her father, she studied in-
dependently beyond the stan-
dards for girls of that time.
After teaching at “girls acad-
emies,” she became director of
a girl’'s academy in
Middlebury, Vermont.

In 1809 Emma married a
widower with several chil-
dren, Dr. John® Willard.*
With her husband’s support,
she opened her first school for
women in their home in 1814.
Convinced of the need to ex-
pand the intellectual possi-
bilities for women, Emma for-
mulated “A Plan for Improv-
ing Female Education,” envi-

sioning a publicly endowed
seminary for women. The
plan was widely circulated,
and in 1818 Governor Clinton
of New York State was sup-
portive of it, but the state leg-
islature refused to pass the
needed funding. After nu-
merous setbacks, and finally
funded by the Troy Common
Council, the Troy Female
Seminary opened in Septem-
ber, 1821, with an enrollment
of 90 girls.

The school thrived, and bi-
ographer John Lord wrote of
Emma Willard, “She demon-
strated, and was one of the
first to demonstrate, that
there are no subjects which
young men can grasp which
cannot equally be mastered
by young ladies.” As time
went by, Emma focused on
the “teaching of teaching” to
girls who wanted to expand
the teaching of women.

Dr. Willard died in 1825.
Emma married Dr. Christo-
pher Yates in 1839, but di-
vorced him after a brief and
unhappy marriage. She re-
tired to Troy and took up her
writing again.

Emma died in 1870, and in
1895 the Seminary changed
its name to Emma Willard
School.

Margaret Olivia Slocum
Sage, an 1847 graduate of the
Troy Female Seminary, gave
a major gift to the school, and
in 1910 the Emma Willard
School moved to its current
location on Mt. Ida. As one of
the nation’s leading college-
preparatory boarding and day
schools for young women,
Emma Willard’'s name and
legacy endure. [
